PCC - Drawings Rules

RULES FOR ALL DRAWINGS:
1. Each drawing must be CENTERED on a separate sheet of UNLINED COPY PAPER.

2. NUMBER EACH SHEET in the LOWER RIGHT HAND CORNER of the page starting with the first drawing. 
3. Be sure to put the sheets in the CORRECT ORDER AS THEY APPEAR ON THE ASSIGNED DRAWING SHEET.
4. ENLARGE EACH IMAGE IF this is needed to make the sketch a REASONABLE SIZE ON THE PAPER.

5. WRITE THE NAME OF THE DRAWING at the TOP of each page.

6. COLOR all parts of the drawing.

7. LABEL EACH PART OF THE DRAWING USING A RULER to keep lines straight.

8. WRITE the FUNCTION of EACH LABELED PART NEXT TO THE LABEL again using a ruler to keep lines straight.

9. When all drawings are complete and in order --- DRAWN, COLORED, LABELED, AND ALL FUNCTIONS OF EACH PART WRITTEN --- then MAKE AND STAPLE A COVER SHEET with your name and title centered on the page to the top of your drawings.
