SCIENTIFIC METHOD
SCIENTIFIC METHOD – The PROCESS used to find answers to questions about the world around us.
STEPS OF THE SCIENTIFIC METHOD:
1. OBSERVATION of the natural world

2. HYPOTHESIS 

3. EXPERIMENT (organize/analyze data)
4. CONCLUSION

5. COMMUNICATE RESULTS (publish/present at conferences)
CONTROL – a part of the experiment that is NOT being    tested and is used for COMPARISON.
VARIABLE – any part of an experiment that can CHANGE
INDEPENDENT VARIABLE – the part of the experiment that is CHANGED by the scientist doing the experiment
DEPENDENT VARIABLE – the part of the experiment that is AFFECTED by the independent variable
